She was such a
beautiful and happy child with lots of beauty, brains, wit and courage. Gina, a
devoted fan of music, loved to sing, dance and was an avid collector of many
genres of music. Most of all, Regina loved her family and friends and was
happiest when spending time with loved ones.

Regina was a lifelong and faithful member of Bethel A.M.E. Church in
Saginaw, MI. She served as one of the cheerleading captains for Bethel's
Cheerleading Squad; sang in the Harold C. Huggins Youth Choir and became
one of the original members of Bethel's Bamecian Ensemble whose music
afforded them the opportunity to serve as the opening musical act for national



recording artists like Walter Hawkins & Family, The Mighty Clouds of Joy and
the Williams Brothers--just to name a few.

Treasurer for twenty-five years. Regina's greatest joy was her service as a
Stewardess working alongside her mother and sister. She served as the
Assistant Treasurer for Stewardess Board #1 for fifteen years.

In 1974, Regina graduated from Buena Vista High School where she was a
member of the PomPom Dance Squad. She excelled in sports and was an
excellent softball player and played in a variety of city leagues. She was also
an outstanding bowler who participated in numerous leagues and
tournaments with her beloved mother and brother.

In 1976, Regina attended Lane College in Jackson, TN majoring in education.

In addition to
Regina's illustrious career as an exemplary educator, she worked for the
Saginaw County Juvenile Center as an instructor; the V.A. Hospital as a
librarian; Flint Hurley Medical Center as an instructor and the United States
Census Bureau as an enumerator.



Her smile
would light up an entire room and she had a gift of making everyone feel
special who was blessed to be in her presence. She will always be
remembered for her warmth and generosity, her brilliance and unflagging
optimism, her athleticism and competitive spirit, and her positive attitude that
was contagious. Even though Regina was plagued with a plethora of
ilinesses, she approached each with such grace and dignity and she never
complained. She loved travelling throughout the world with her family and fully
embraced life. She loved attending concerts, comedy shows and was a
fantastic dancer.

She was a phenomenal, daughter, sister, aunt,
niece, godmother, cousin, friend and financier to many who were blessed to
know her. Her generosity allowed others' dreams to come true and she always
had a kind word for everyone.
