She was   employed with EOTECH for eight years, where she
continued to use her military experience in building Optic sites for the
Department of Defense Weapontry. She was very dedicated to her job, had a
good work ethic and was a valuable employee.  

 

Cheri was very neat and organized. She was also very particular about  her
appearance; she always maintained her signature short hair and wore jewelry.
