While at Williams Memorial C.O.G.I.C., she was
appointed to the Mother’s Board by Bishop Marvin C. Pryor.

Because of the Light of the Lord which shined within her, she was
qualified and appointed as the District Sunshine Band Leader of District #8.

She always prayed
fervently for her Sunshine Band Children then, and never stopped; she was a
prayer warrior for them all. She always had a smile on her face. She was
always positive and encouraging, uplifting and enlightening, a joy and a
pleasure to be around.

Ministries 2014 Pageant. She retired from Holly’s Landing and was also a
Foster Grandparent within the Saginaw Public School District for more than 13
years.
