In 1968 she was
chosen to serve as one of the Model City Director's. On January 13, 1969 she
was the first and only woman to serve on a five member team of the Housing
Commission. She was presented a plaque by the "Ebonettes" teenage girls
from First Ward Community Center as Outstanding Citizen of 1969 during her
"This is your Life Program" for community service. She was a volunteer
coordinator of the free breakfast program to serve needy children. She was a
volunteer for the 4H Club. She worked as a community aide for the



Community Action Committee. Claudia Wills of MSU Expanded Nutrition
Program worked with the Salvation Army to start a new drive to ensure gifts
for the needy by developing a screening process for toys and grocery
certificates. In 1999 she was presented with a Certificate of Outstanding
Leadership of our Community by the Mayor Gary Loster. In 2003 she was
presented a Certificate of Recognition for many years of volunteer service by
First Ward Community Center. In 2007 during the Celebration of African
American History program at Delta College she was awarded a Senior Citizen
Day Certificate of Honor and Appreciation for her contributions made in the
Saginaw Community. Her motto was "Be a Community-Involver Don’t Be A
Community-Dodger”!

Claudia enjoyed cooking, fishing, reading, watching and playing sports and
spending time with her family! She spent time participating in the Old Timers
Fitness Club at First Ward Community Center. Ms. Wills was a very outspoken
and outgoing woman with a great sense of humor! She was loving, and very
giving to others. Claudia was very kind-hearted and known as a mother figure
to many!
