March 21, 1925 - July 10, 2012

Mr. Conway Scroggins, Jr. passed away on Tuesday, July 10, 2012 at Henry
Ford Hospital in Detroit, MI at the age of 87 years. He was born March 21,
1925 in Lockesburg, AR to Conway and Jettie Scroggins, coming to Saginaw,
MI in 1948. Mr. Scroggins was married to Bennie (Richardson) Scroggins, the
