Frances Huffman was born in West Greene, Alabama, the daughter of Willie
Stewart and Bertha Windom. She accepted the Lord and Savior Jesus Christ
at an early age. She was a woman of prayer, love and great faith, a giver of
anything and she would give to anyone! 

During her teens, her family relocated to Saginaw, Michigan where she
attended and graduated from Saginaw High School. After graduating from
high school, she attended Delta College for 1 year. While there, Frances
developed a love and appreciation for higher education. 

 

Her life journey took an unexpected turn of events. Frances took a 20 yr.
“detour” into marriage and motherhood. She gave birth to 7 boys and 4 girls -
yes 11 children! While Frances was very clear on her position that this path
was chosen for her by God, she frequently yearned to return to school to earn
her degree. Never one to give up on a dream, at the age of 42, she returned
to Delta College where she discovered things were very different and she
wondered if she had made a mistake returning to school. But after a while



things began to fall into place, Frances met every obstacle head on, she
resolved every barrier and at the age of 45, she earned her Associate’s
Degree in Arts. 

 

Frances was blessed to be a keynote speaker at the commencement
ceremony. Frances waited 8 yrs. before returning to college. She enrolled in
Central Michigan University and earned a Bachelor of Science Degree in
Community Services-Community Development. 
Frances held a wide range of professional positions: a Bank switchboard
operator, a mentor at a Psychological Organization, a Transporter, a Case
Manager with the Department of Human Services, and at the time of her
death, a Case Manager at Saginaw County Community Action Committee.
Frances put forth tremendous effort to help people to eradicate barriers and
obstacles. 

 

She took pride in digging a little deeper and going a little further, making just
one more call to secure resources for families.
