He was
honorably discharged from the service, after which he started working making
pies. 
John fell in love with Lena Elice Curry. He would ride his bike from Union City,
TN to Humboldt, TN to see this girl who he finally married on October 25,
1948. They had two daughters, Frankie Elice and Johnnie Carolyn. Realizing
he could not make enough money making pies, and through the encouraging
words of Hurley Coleman, Sr., he brought his family to Saginaw, MI and got a
job at Saginaw Malleable Iron Plant and Western Auto. They had three more
daughters, Billie Joyce, Jacqueline Faye and Ruby Jean. He didn’t stop there
because later John Allen Hart came into his life to carry on his legacy as a
mechanic. “Give a man fish he’ll eat for a day, but teach him how to fish he’ll
eat for a lifetime.”
