Mr. Leonard "Bat Man'" Batts

November 22, 1938 - April 14, 2018

Leonard Batts, affectionately known to most as “Batman”, passed away on
Saturday, April 14, 2018 at The Laurels in Mt. Pleasant, M| at the age of 79
years. He was born the sixth of ten children to McElroy and Mary (Pollock)
Batts in Philadelphia, Mississippi.

Leonard joined the United States Airforce in 1955 at the age of 17 years old,
just days after graduating from Hopewell High School. And, for those who may
have wondered, it was his fellow serve men that immediately started to call
him “Batman”, a name that would go before him throughout his life. Leonard
was honorably discharged in 1959 after faithfully serving his country as part of
the newly desegregated military, first united on the eve of the Korean War. In
1959 Leonard stopped in Saginaw, MI to visit his sister, Lessie Lyons on his
way to start his civilian life in California. Upon taking her advice to look for
work in Saginaw, he started working for General Motors Malleable Iron Plant
where he quickly rose to the rank of Foreman and later retried in 1988 after 30
years of service and leadership.

“‘Batman” was an avid sportsman. He loved fishing, golfing and especially
bowling. He excelled at each sport that he loved and he was part of Saginaw’s
bowling elite having played the game at its highest level for decades. Batman
rolled nine (9) perfect 300 games by the time he was inducted into the
Saginaw Bowling Hall of Fame in 2010. Leonard walked through life with
stature, kindness and a quick wit that garnered many friends that he shared a



life-long love of the game of bowling and most important, the game of life.
Leonard married Irene Matthews in 1971 and the union continued for 46 years
until the time of his passing.

Mr. Batts leaves to cherish his memory his wife, Irene Batts; two daughters
