Major Morgan Robinson, Sr., a bouncing baby boy was born to John and
Mattie Robinson in Memphis, Tennessee on June 21, 1931. He was the fifth of
seven children. His early childhood education was through Memphis City
Public Schools. Major (known more often by his middle name, Morgan) was
so energetic, enthusiastic and excited about life that some might describe him
as “hyperactive” so his loving parents moved him from public school to Father
Bertrand Catholic High School where he excelled and graduated. Major
accepted Christ as his personal Savior at an early age.

As a young man, Morgan loved working and “making money.” He even tried
working the cotton fields of Tennessee but quickly realized that “picking
cotton” was NOT the route for him. He attended Henderson Business College
where he mastered business skills along with shorthand and typing. His
penmanship was clear, precise and beautiful. Drafted by U.S. military, Morgan
served in the U.S. Army from 1951 through 1953. Because of his business
skills, the military promoted him to Corporal. After receiving his “honorable”
discharge, Morgan returned to Memphis, but left Memphis for employment
opportunities in Cincinnati, Ohio then left Ohio for even better employment at
General Motors in the Grey Iron Division in Saginaw, Michigan for 32 years.

Upon retirement he worked at Saginaw’s Castle Museum for over 19 years.
He enjoyed researching and assembling projects regarding African American



history in Saginaw.

He always attended church, in whatever city he resided. His most recent
membership was with St. Luke CME Church under the pastorate of Rev.
Joyce Redfern. He diligently served his church as Men’s Day leader; Steward
Board Chairman and a member of the Male Chorus.

Another of his passions was his involvement with the Epicurean Elk Grand
Lodge #674, the |.B.P.O.E. of the W. He advanced to the position of Grand
Exalted Ruler, seeking kinsman fellowship in every city he travelled. He
received awards for directing the Saginaw Beauty and Talent Contest and for
Director of Local Education .

Morgan married Charlene (Jackson) Robinson, in 1968, and she has truly
been “his good thing” for 48 years. He was the father of six children, Marilyn
Clemons, Houston, TX; Denise Tuck, Bradenton, FL; and Barry Robinson,
Cincinnati, OH. Three children preceded him in death: Major M. Robinson, Jr.;
Gregory E. Robinson and John C. Robinson. He leaves to mourn his passing,
his wife Charlene, his three children, one sister, Hattie Brown, Cincinnati, OH.;
Grandchildren, Darrell, Patsy, Tammy, Gregory T., Donise, Cordero, and
Janet; five great grandchildren, a host of nieces, nephews, family, friends, the
Elks Grand Lodge #674, the Castle Museum and others.

He is preceded in death by his mother and father, Mattie and John Robinson;
three sons, brothers and sisters, G.P., Elizabeth, John, Ruby, James and
granddaughter LaKesha.

Luke CME Church, 1121 Tuscola Street with the funeral service commencing
at 11:00 a.m.
