At the precious age of 102 years, our dear, sweet, mother, grandmother,
great-grandmother and great-great-grandmother, Ruby Mae Burnell
surrounded by her family, transitioned from this earthly Life to be with the Lord
on Saturday, February 15, 2020.

Ruby was born on January 31, 1918 in Taylorsville, Mississippi to Edward and
Cora Sullivan. She is the 10th child of eleven children, Tom (Ruth), Sarah
(Johnny), Liddell (Kennis), Roosevelt, Edward (Hannah), Mary Jane (Sam),
Mattie (Eddie), Corine (Reger), A.J. (Ardell) and George (Ora Mae). She
shared many fond childhood memories of growing up with her siblings on 600
acres owned by her father where they worked and lived on the land; cutting
timber, farming, hunting and fishing. Ruby assisted her mother, who was the
local mid-wife and provided care for her grandmother, who lived to be 116
years of age. Ruby gave birth to ten beautiful children, Jettye (George),
Bobbie Ray (Ethel), Clifton (Clara), Irene, Mattie, Mary Dell (Clyde), Herschel,
Jr. (Jerri), Shirley, Barbara (Ron), and Donald (Jackie). She was married to
Cleveland Cooper, he preceded her in death in 1950. She later married
Herschel Burnell, who preceded her in death in 1969. Ruby loved and lived for
her children. She was the heart and soul of the family. Also, she was the very



proud grandmother of 32 grandchildren, 65 great-grandchildren and 25 great-
great-grandchildren.

Although Ruby had an eighth-grade education, she was an avid reader. Her
bed was covered with bibles, books, commentaries, cookbooks, word puzzles
and newspapers. Ruby also mastered in the art of cooking and baking. She
was known through-out the city for her “Hot Tamales,” Pound Cakes, Peach
Cobblers, and her Golden Chicken ~N~ Dumplings. People came from miles
around to feast on the master chef’s “good home cooking”. God gifted Ruby’s
hands to succeed at whatever she touched; from making dollies in the 60’s to
establishing a small home business in 2010. Ruby retired from Saginaw
Community Hospital (Health Source) after serving for 30 years as a Nurses’
Assistant.

As a child, Ruby was raised in a devout Baptist home, however; coming to
Michigan, she was drawn to Christ through the influence of her son, Herschel
who would cry every Sunday to go to his god-mother’s (Mother Sarah Barnes)
church, Williams Temple. After taking her son to church, Ruby embraced
“‘Holiness” by accepting the Lord as her Personal Savior and was never the
same. Mother Burnell was a dedicated, faithful member of Greater Williams
Temple C.0.G.I.C., serving for over sixty-seven years. Ruby was emeritized
as Mother of the Church. She had served as President of the Mother’s Board,
Head of Kitchen Services, Sewing Circle President, Anniversary Captain, the
an Usher Board member as well as other auxiliaries and ministries at the
church. Ruby’s legacy epitomizes a Woman of Faith; her life is an example of
how to live for God, and her longevity is one of strength and endurance.
Ruby’s spirit of giving could be matched by none. She gave freely of her time,
energy and resources to meet the needs of many.
