Staff Sergeant Kamien Stanford passed away Sunday, May 11, 2014 in
Ansbach, Germany at the age of 28 years. He was a 2003 graduate of
Saginaw High School and joined the U.S. Army in 2008, where he served in
Iraq and Afghanistan before his final promotion to the rank of Staff Sergeant.

Kamien enlisted in the United States Army in 2008 as a Signal Support
Specialist. After his initial entry training, he was assigned to a military police
company in Fort Drum, New York. He then was deployed to Iraq in 2009. After
returning in 2010, he was sent to Germany where he served in Headquarters
and Headquarters Company of the 3-158. He deployed with the unit in March
2012 and led a team of eight soldiers at two sites in western Afghanistan.
Finally, he returned to Germany in 2013 where he was promoted to Staff
Sergeant for the 12th Combat Aviation Brigade.

Kamien is survived by his mother, Lynn Stanford of Fort Wayne, IN; father,
Eddie Tarver of Saginaw, MI; grandmother, Catherine Walker of Birmingham,
